Heuristic: Efficiency

Returning to the home page to make every search is very inefficient
and could be frustrating for users. There should be a means of
searching on any page given this is the main functionality of this
product. A floating search bar at the top of the page could fix this.

Heuristic: Learnability

While the buttons on the home screen provide a strong affordance for
being clicked, | think you could make this affordance even clearer by
making it such that each button provides feedback when the user
hovers their mouse over it. Perhaps it could pop out or fade to an
opaque color (similar to the results page). This way a user would know
for sure that the links are buttons and not just for display.

Perhaps if you could increase
the padding or margin at the bottom of the element to make it a bit
easier to read.
